Theme:   Uncovering Early Masonic Activities in Western N.Y.  

 

Sardinia, N.Y., March 18, 2010 - The Sardinia, N.Y. Historical Society is pleased to announce their annual Open House 

event will be held on Thursday evening, April 29th at 7pm at the historic Sardinia Meeting House. The Sardinia Meeting 

House is located at 12070 Savage Rd., Sardinia, N.Y., 14134.  

 

Guest speakers will be Dr. Douglas Perrelli and Dr. Kathleen Smith Kutolowski.   

 

Doug Perrelli  is director of the SUNY Buffalo Archaeology Survey and an adjunct professor in the UB Department of 

Anthropology.  Doug will open the evening with a discussion about archaeology and its importance to the historical record. 

He will also offer his thoughts about the Waldron-Hall dig site. 

 

Doug and his team were actively involved in the Waldron-Hall dig site located in the town of Sardinia. The Waldron-Hall 

site was a former farmstead/tavern that dates from the very early 1800’s. During the 2009 dig season over 2,500 artifacts 

were recovered and many of them will be on display during this Open House event.  One of the more intriguing artifacts is 

a red clay pipe bowl with the Masonic symbol molded into it.  

 

Kathy Kutolowski  is the former Department Chair of History at SUNY Brockport and now Professor Emeritus. Kathy is an 

expert on the Anti-Masonic movement and early Masonic activities in Western N.Y. She speaks frequently on this subject 

and her discussion promises to be quite interesting.   

 

Doors open at 5pm for tours of the building and the museum will also be open. The program begins at 7pm. Light 

refreshments will be offered.
